Wayeh Kennels/Sidney Helen Sachs (“the Breeder”) and the undersigned Buyer (“you”), in consideration of the mutual promises made in this Agreement and other good and valuable consideration, intending to be legally bound by this Agreement, agree to the following:

1. The Dog. The Breeder is selling to you the following described Alaskan Malamute Puppy/Dog to be a non-breeding, indoor family pet.  This is a $      for a [ ] Female or a [ ]Male and will have Limited AKC registration.

2. Warranties. Your Alaskan Malamute Puppy has been bred from temperamentally sound parents who have been certified against hip displasia, inherited eye defects, and hypothyroidism.  Your Puppy has been examined by a board-certified veterinarian, has been inoculated with the appropriate vaccines for his age, and been issued a Health Certificate.  Regular dewormings have been done.  The Breeder has provided the Puppy with the best possible health care, grooming, and socialization so it is off to a good start as a family pet.  The Breeder administered several puppy tests for temperament, working ability, and structure on the entire litter to help the Breeder, and you, determined which Puppy best matches your home, expectations, and experience.  

The Breeder has, to the best of her ability and knowledge, made a good faith effort to determine that the Puppy’s sire and dam are free of inherited genetic disease and have made the information available to you.  Notwithstanding the efforts of Breeder, you understand and acknowledge that the Breeder can NOT predetermine the outcome of the breeding and therefore can make NO assurances that the Puppy will be free of inherited genetic or other disease, nor that the Puppy will meet your expectations as respect to structure, temperament, and ability.

Even with a Health Certificate issued by the Breeder’s vet, you will take the Puppy to your veterinarian within three days of purchase for a wellness check.  If the Puppy is found to be ill, despite the Health Certificate, and you wish, the Breeder is to be notified within 24 hours and a refund of the purchase price will follow the return of the Puppy and all papers to the Breeder, including a written statement from the attending veterinarian stating the Puppy’s condition.   If your veterinarian finds normal medical conditions of puppies (parasites or protozoa) despite regular dewormings and health checks, you may elect to treat and keep the Puppy with no obligation to the Breeder.

For the purposes of establishing a healthy baseline for the Dog in later years and to establish if any genetic disease is present in the Dog, when the Dog is already anesthetized for spay or neuter (AFTER 1 year of age), your vet will take a radiograph of the hips for submission to the OFA for a hip evaluation.  In addition, you agree to have the Dog’s eyes and thyroid checked at 24 months by qualified veterinarian specialists for inherited genetic disease to include CERF/ophthalmologist’s eye examination and Full panel Thyroid.  You will provide results to the Breeder before 30 months in writing.  

A replacement Puppy will be offered (as soon as one becomes available) for any hereditary disease that develops to the extent that it renders the Dog unsuitable as a pet before it is 6 years old – if the above testing has been done and submitted to the breeder.  This is to strongly encourage testing.  Any hereditary disease of the Hips, Eyes, Thyroid, or any other genetic disease, must be diagnosed by an appropriate Veterinarian Specialist.  It is not necessary to return the Dog to the Breeder or have the Dog destroyed to collect on this agreement; however, the Dog must be neutered or spayed with written proof of same provided to the Breeder from your veterinarian along with written proof of inherited/genetic disease from a Veterinarian Specialist.  Under no circumstances will money be refunded.

If the Dog is used heavily for weightpulling, open obedience, or any other strenuous activity (including "roading") prior to its being one year of age, environmentally induced displasia and other joint problems may develop. If these factors occur, a replacement Puppy is left to the Breeder's discretion.  

3. Dog Care. You agree to provide the Dog with supervised run of your house, a crate for housetraining and sleeping indoors as a family member, fresh water, wholesome food, adequate outdoor exercise, affection, socialization and training.  

Diet – You agree to feed a premium diet based on Raw Meaty Bones, or at least a premium kibble whose first ingredient is MEAT, not grain.  Whatever you feed, the Dog should be healthy, have a shiny coat, and at all times be at “lean, working weight” as benefits his heritage of being a long-distance runner.  You agree to never allow the Dog to become fat, as obese dogs are prone to heart and joint problems.  The last three ribs should be easily felt, even under a thick winter coat.  Breeder strongly recommends finding a Holistic Vet who recommends raw/natural feeding.  

Containment/Exercise/Housing – You will walk the Dog on a leash, or place the Dog in a protected yard or other secure enclosed outdoor area, and never allow the Dog to roam free.  You will treat the Dog as a household pet, companion and family member, and not leave the Dog confined for extended periods of time away from the family.  Daytime housing will be in an area no smaller than 200sq ft and not to extend longer than the normal workday.  You agree to not leave the Dog in a car in hot temperatures without adequate ventilation and shade, or allow it to be transported in the back of an open vehicle without being confined in a crate.  You agree to never tether the Dog unsupervised and to not use any sort of trolley, tie-out, Invisible Fence, or Electronic Shock Collar Containment system - a physical fenced-in area large enough for the Dog to run in is required.  The Dog will be socialized with the family at least 8 hours each day.

Fighting/Research/Abuse – You agree never to use the Dog for dog fighting or any other “sport” in which one animal is pitted against another, and never to beat, taunt, or train the Dog in order to promote aggressive “guard dog” characteristics.  You agree never to allow medical research to be performed on the Dog.  You agree to never otherwise abuse or neglect the Dog.

Socialization/Training – You agree to provide this Puppy with proper housetraining, ongoing socialization, and basic manners.  A 4-week (or longer) Puppy Socialization class is required by 16 weeks of age.  An 8-week basic obedience class is required by 12 months of age.  These are not only a way of preventing behavior problems, but are a means of developing good communication between the Dog and you.  The Breeder is always available as a resource for information on training and socialization – don’t be afraid to call or email with your questions.  We strongly recommend a positive, motivational method of training such as Clicker Training.  

Homechecks – You consent to allowing the Breeder (or agent of the Breeder) to view the fence and primary sleep location of the Dog on request.  In the alternative if distance is an issue, you agree to provide current photos on request to the breeder.

4. Veterinarian Care. You agree to have the Dog examined by a licensed veterinarian within 3 days of purchase for a check-up and wellness examination and at least annually thereafter.  In case of illness or injury, you agree to seek prompt veterinary care.  You will ensure that the Dog receives preventative medicine to protect against heartworm.  You consent to the Breeder inquiring with your veterinarian about the Dog after the purchase.  
Vaccinations – Follow local law for vaccinations.  However, the Breeder recommends a limited series of vaccines that includes finishing a series of Parvo, Distemper, & Parainfluenza at 2-3-4 months of age, (repeated ONCE 12 months later); and Rabies at 5 months, (repeated ONCE 12 months later).  Breeder strongly recommends AGAINST Bordatella (kennel cough), Lyme disease, West Nile, or Lepto.  Note: Breeder strongly advises you prevent the Puppy from being exposed to other animals or public spaces until the puppy vaccination protocol has been completed.  

Spay/Neuter – You agree to spay or neuter the Puppy AFTER 1 year and to otherwise not allow the Puppy to be bred at any time.  There are medical reasons to WAIT as long as possible for the neuter, but there are behavioral reasons to neuter earlier.  You agree that allowing the puppy to be bred at any time, even accidentally, is a violation of contract.  You will provide to the Breeder a legible spay/neuter certificate from your vet stating this has been done within 30 days of the surgery.

Death of Dog – You agree upon the death of the Dog, regardless of age, prompt notice and cause of death be sent to Breeder.  You are encouraged to have an autopsy performed to determine the exact cause of death for the well being of other, and future, members of the household.

5. AKC Registration, Microchipping, and ID.  Dog will be registered by the Breeder with a mutually agreed upon name, AKC Limited Registration papers to be provided to you after proof of spay/neuter is provided to Breeder.  Dog will be microchipped by Breeder in the Breeder’s name.  Dog must wear a collar with ID tags at all times.  ID tags will list your contact information.  Feel free to list the Breeder’s info as a backup.

Lost Dog – You agree to notify the Breeder if the Dog is lost, stolen, or goes missing.  The ID tags are in place to ensure that if the Dog escapes your custody, a Good Samaritan or Animal Control Officer can promptly contact you.  The microchip is in place to ensure that should the Dog end up in a shelter or rescue organization and you can not be immediately located, the Breeder will be notified.  The Breeder will attempt to contact you.  If the Dog is in danger of euthanasia by shelter/rescue, then Breeder will make every reasonable effort to retrieve the Dog.  If you have not been located or have not responded to notification of the status of the Dog for 30 days, the sole ownership of the Dog reverts to the Breeder.  You will pay all expenses associated with retrieving the Dog or sole ownership of the Dog will revert to the Breeder.

6. Transfer, Euthanasia.  You agree not to abandon, give away, sell or dispose of the Dog in any way, and to notify us immediately at any time you determine you no longer want, or no longer can, keep the Dog, so that we can take the Dog back.  You agree that you may never surrender the Dog to an animal shelter that euthanizes surplus pets.  You agree that you may not euthanized the Dog except in the case of the Dog’s terminal illness or injury, or old age accompanied by pain and suffering, and in that case, the euthanasia must be performed by a licensed veterinarian in a private clinic or hospital.  

7. Breach of Agreement; Liquidation Damages. In the event that you do not comply with the terms of this Agreement, or the Dog is abused or neglected, one of our remedies will be to recover the Dog from you upon demand.  Promptly after the demand we (or our agent) will come to your residence and you will surrender the Dog to us immediately.  In addition, without waiving any of our rights under this Agreement, if you violate this agreement in any way, you will owe us a payment in the amount of $2000 agreed between us as just and reasonable liquidated damages to compensate us for our costs and expenses in connection with your breach of this Agreement.

8. Liability. You recognize that the Alaskan Malamute is a large, powerful breed, and you are aware of the independent, intelligent, and sometimes challenging temperament of a Malamute, from both educational information provided by the Breeder herself and online and from other independent sources.  You understand that there are certain risks and responsibilities inherent to owning such a dog.  You recognize that you are solely responsible for these risks, and for the ongoing training and socialization as necessary to positively shape this dog’s temperament and behavior throughout its life.  

9. Buyer.  You agree to conduct yourself as a responsible dog owner.  You attest that no one in your household or immediate family has ever been charged or convicted of animal cruelty in any way.  You agree that you are not acting as an agent in the purchase of the Dog.  You agree that the Dog will reside at your address.  You agree to provide Breeder regular reports and pictures of the Dog suitable for advertisement online or in publications, at least annually.  To facilitate communication, you and the Breeder agree to notify each other in writing of changes of address, email, or phone numbers.  

10. Entire Agreement; Modification; Binding Effect.  This Agreement is the entire agreement between you and the Breeder, and supercedes any prior understandings between you and the Breeder with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement.  No modification of this Agreement will be valid unless in writing duly signed by both you and the Breeder and a witness.  This Agreement is binding upon you and your heirs, assigns, successors, personal representatives and executors.  Any disputes will be in a Rhea Co, TN, venue.
